EXPERIENCING HIGHER SERVICE 
IN THE LOWER CARIBBEAN
 B D. R F, LLUSD ’72, SPH ‘72

 , e Caribbean has defi nitely become a very special part 
of the world to me.  Directly upon graduation from Loma 
Linda University School of Dentistry, I spent the fi rst six

 !  is health care facility is among the better ones avail-
able in this country, and certainly a bright light of witness 
to the people.  !  ere are two dental clinics under the direc-
tion of Community H ospital:  Community H ospital SDA 
Dental Clinic located at the hospital in Trinidad and Tobago 
H ealthcare Clinic Dental Clinic located in Scarborough, 
Trinidad.
 
 One of the Þ rst challenges encountered when arriving in 
Trinidad and Tobago, is the language.  I t is a very di" erent 
brand than our North American English.  W hen their local 
slant is put onto pronunciation and sentence structure, this 
resulting dialect becomes somewhat perplexing and elusive.  
Some examples are:

ÒDe blook duz loss away, loss away from de Þ re-
balls.Ó  (Hemorrhage from uterine Þ broids)
  
ÒAh losinÕ de nature.Ó  (Impending impotence)

ÒShe a doglah wid de mosquito drumsticks.Ó
(A part-Indian with skinny legs)

ÒAh burninÕ in de ten commandments.Ó
(Itchy toes Ð athletesÕ foot)

 From these few examples, one can perhaps see why there 
may be a somewhat steep learning curve for outsiders.  I t 
has been my privilege to loan volunteer assistance there, in 
both dental clinics, with emphasis on oral surgery back-up 
coverage.  !  e experience at both dental clinics has been very 
positive.  I t means a lot to see patients get up after surgery, 
smile, and say Ò!  ank you!Ó  And their welcome appreciation 
is sincerely voiced again at the postoperative appointments.
Sometimes we have come not to expect this f rom very many 
patients in our own country.   
 
 Outreach clinics are a big part of the medical work at 
the Community H ospital.  On at least two Sundays a month, 
Vicky (Assistant to M edical Director/CEO Dr. Richard 
Spann) takes a group out to a remote area of needy people.  
Screenings plus preventive and health education activities are 
performed in an e" ort to help some of the neediest inhabit-
ants of this island.  I  found out many years ago that people 
donÕt care how much you know, until they know how much 
you care!  I  was privileged to assist on two of these outreach

professional years 
there practic-
ing dentistry 
and learning the 
Spanish language.  
Only after mov-
ing back to the 
U.S. did I  realize 
how much of an 
indelible imprint 
the Caribbean 
style and culture 

had made on me.  I t truly seemed part of my heart had 
stayed there, even though physically I  was back home in 
California.  In Puerto Rico, this phenomenon is known as 
ÒLa M ancha del Platano,Ó or Òthe stain of the banana.Ó  I f 
any juice f rom a cut banana stalk gets on the clothing, its 
stain is indelible and never washes out--it is there for the life 
of the shirt or pants.  Perhaps this is why I  keep Þ nding a 
way to work part of the time each year in Puerto Rico.
 
 Way down at the south end of this beautiful, unique 
chain of islands, at the bottom of the Caribbean, lies the 
country of Trinidad and Tobago.  !  is region is the warm-
est part of the Caribbean. Tropical weather with humidity 
and f requent short spells of warm rain are quite in keeping 
with its location 10¼ north of the equator.  !  e larger island 
of Trinidad, with nearly 5,000 square miles and 1.3 million 
people, is so far south that it lies only seven miles f rom the 
coast of Venezuela, South America.  Tobago, with 50,000 
people, is much smaller and less developed.  By the way, it is 
commonly believed that Tobago was the inspiration for the 
shipwreck tales of the Swiss Family Robinson and Robin-
son Crusoe.  Together, along with Þ ve smaller islands, they 
make up the Republic of Trinidad and Tobago.  Nowadays, a 
citizen of this Republic, f rom either island, can be referred to 
as Trinbagonian.
 
 !  e Adventist medical mission work there was begun by 
Robert F. Dunlop, M D, as a small apartment/o*  ce in 1948.  
In 1961 an old leprosarium with 4+  acres of land apprecia-
tively donated by the government was painstakingly reno-
vated to become the present 60-bed Community H ospital 
of SDAs.
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outings during my month there.  We returned with tired 
bodies and sore backs, but rewarded with the warm glow 
of satisfaction f rom the little physical and spiritual caring 
provided to those needy people.

 !  ere is something inexplicable, almost magical, that 
occurs when we give service to others f reely out of sense 
of love and altruistic concern for their welfare.  I  originally 
went with the intent of giving something valuable to them.  
But when it was over, I  realized these people had provided 
something to me of at least equal value.  !  e glow of sat-
isfaction f rom having helped a little is my reward and will 
continue to live within my heart for a lifetime.  From per-
sonal experience in Trinidad and Tobago, I  canÕt help but 
want to encourage more NASDAD members to become 
involved with the personal, professional and spiritual re-
wards of short-term volunteer relief work in international 
dental clinics.
